     J. T. Wick formerly with the Marin County Planning Department,


     gave an overview of the Petaluma Experience. This is a 400-acre area 
  
     organized as a Redevelopment District in downtown Petaluma. The

    
     area is composed of industrial uses that are still in use today. These 
  
     industrial uses have been protected as housing and retail development are 
 
     created around them by using lease protections guaranteeing the “Right 
   
     to Industry”.


      Gregory Tung, of Freedman, Tung & Sasaki in San Francisco expanded

                  on the components used in form-based zoning and illustrated his talk 
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      with power point examples using the streetscape of Mountain View. His 
 
      firm has worked in Livermore, Tracy, the Redwood City Court House  
 
      Square and Huntington Beach and Montibello in Southern California.  
  
      He relayed that form-based zoning has economic benefits with the ability 
 
      to control density and use. A summary of this presentation follows these 
 
      minutes.
